Charter Bus Rules and Requlations

1. NO CAN DRINKS or FOUNTAIN DRINKS with straws (Fast Food Drink). This rule is because
students will put their empty can or fountain drink on the floor after finishing it, and it leaks fluid
on the floor of the Charter Bus.

2. NO SUNFLOWER SEEDS. Students that eat sunflower seeds always cause a mess on the floor
and never clean it up, So NO!

3. No food that can’t be sealed up in a reclosable bag or Ziplock Bag. This means chips, candy, and
other items that might cause a mess on the bus.

4. Trash needs to be thrown away in trash bags as soon as you are done with the item. IF A TRASH
5. Students are to be seated (in a seat) at all times. You will be facing forward. You cannot turn
around and talk to students behind you.

6. The bus should remain as quiet as possible. No loud talking and any students using a device must
use headphones (no music or sounds played through the speaker).
